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Mixed apple & berry sponge pudding

INGREDIENTS

3 Granny Smith apples, peeled, chopped

2 tablespoons lemon juice, plus 2 teaspoons grated lemon zest
1 1/2 cups (330g) caster sugar

500g frozen mixed berries

2 eggs

1/2 cup (125ml) milk

2 tablespoons whisky

1 teaspoon vanilla extract

1 cup (150g) plain flour, sifted

1 teaspoon baking powder, sifted

Icing sugar, to dust

Thick cream mixed with 1 teaspoon ground cinnamon, to serve
METHOD

Preheat oven to 160C. Place the apple, juice and 1 cup (220g) sugar in a small pan and cook over low heat, stirring,
for 3 minutes or until the sugar dissolves. Cook for a further 3-4 minutes, stirring occasionally, until apple softens
slightly. Cool, then stir through berries. Transfer to a 1.25 litre baking dish. Set aside.

Whisk eggs, milk, whisky, lemon zest and vanilla in a bow! until combined. Set aside. Place flour, baking powder and
remaining sugar in a bowl. Pour egg mixture into dry ingredients, whisking well to form a smooth batter. Pour over
fruit, then bake for 30-35 minutes until golden and firm to the touch.

Dust with icing sugar and serve warm with cinnamon cream.

Sticky date banana bread and butter pudding

INGREDIENTS

1 cup pitted dried dates, chopped 1 cup thickened cream
3/4 teaspoon bicarbonate of soda Icing sugar, for dusting
550g packet banana bread, cut into 1cm-thick slices Caramel sauce, to serve
4 eggs Double cream, to serve
1 cup milk

METHOD

Preheat oven to 180C/160C fan-forced.

Place dates and 1 cup water in a medium saucepan over medium-high heat. Bring to the boil. Remove from heat.
Stir in bicarbonate of soda. Set aside for 5 minutes.

Grease a 5cm-deep, 20cm x 30cm baking dish. Arrange banana bread slices, slightly overlapping, to cover base of
dish. Whisk eggs, milk and cream in a bowl. Add date mixture. Whisk to combine. Pour egg mixture over banana
bread (rearrange dates if all in a clump). Bake for 30 to 35 minutes or until golden and set.

Dust with icing sugar. Drizzle with caramel sauce and serve with double cream.
